Sekampaneng Primary School:
School Feedback: The school was very excited with the 
handover of the veggie garden in March. They have used their 
60% to assist the feeding scheme at the school. The school uses 
the spinach as part of the feeding scheme every Monday.
Girls Feedback: There are 10 girls that take joint responsibility 
for the watering of the veggie garden. The girls say they having 
leadership roles and assisting the community market whereby 
they sell every Friday. They have made R180 profit since their 
first harvest.

Rethabile and St Cimullus Primary School:
School Feedback:  15 bunches of spinach was harvested and 
used for the nutrition programme at school. The school is 
planning to harvest the share of 60% at least once a month to 
make more meals available for the kids.
Girls Feedback: The girls are very happy with their veggie 
garden and take turns watering it. They also assisted in the first 
harvest for the school but they are waiting for their 40% to 
grow a little bigger before they harvest.
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
